Auckland, New Zealand: The Pacific Association of Supreme Audit Institutions (PASAI) held its 29th Governing Board 

meeting online on 4 March 2022. Grant Hehir, Auditor-General Australian National Audit Office (ANAO) and past 

Chair of the PASAI Governing Board chaired the meeting.  

 

Esther Lameko-Poutoa, Chief Executive PASAI, outlined work aligned to PASAI’s five Strategic Priorities that had 

occurred since the last meeting.
